SERVE is the first fully solar-powered low-profile emergency vehicle that can safely convey an ill or injured person through a crowd, such as during a footrace or concert where a conventional vehicle would be dangerous or inconvenient, e.g., C&O Canal Towpath, Capital Crescent Trail, or W&OD Trail.
The front end is a high-powered electric bicycle with batteries recharged by solar cells.  The back end is a trailer with a comfortable ice-cooled chair with seat belts.  The carrying compartment contains a complete first aid kit with a separate cooling compartment for ice or medicine.
